“For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him 
we might become the righteousness of God” (2 Corinthians 5:21, 
ESV). 

2. Jesus on the cross is God’s provision. 

“God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ 
died for us” (Romans 5:8, ESV).  

“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever 
believes in him should not perish but have eternal life” (John 3:16, 
ESV).  

“For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your 
own doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one 
may boast” (Ephesians 2:8-9, ESV).
